Assessment in Art & Design

work or photos of the work created in the lesson. Sketchbooks may include written
reflections artists/designers/artists, as well as the children’s reflections on their own work.
Art can be assessed through Kapow Primary’s Art Assessment Tool to assess drawing and
painting skills.
