The overall objective is to provide a rich, diverse, and progressive music curriculum for all children (including during school hours and enrichment after school). 
This will be delivered through outstanding music teaching and leadership. 

Opportunities to learn musical instruments and sing as part of a choir, participating and performing regularly in both whole class and extra curricular ensembles, both in and out of school will showcase our children and make our school a leader in music education within the local community and beyond. This will also maximise cultural capital for all our children, their overall wellbeing and confidence, while creating a supportive community of music making.
