annes.solihull.sch.uk. Please type ‘Nursery 2026’ in the subject line so that we can easily identify your email. We
will email an application form to you in due course.

Kindly note the closing date for receipt of Nursery 2026 applications is 28" November 2025.
If your child is Catholic then their Baptism certificate must be received in the school office by this date. You
will be advised of the outcome of your application by email on Monday 15" December 2025.

Please note that when you apply for a Nursery or Reception place we follow the Admissions policy and we
can only consider your child as Catholic if you have provided a baptismal certificate before the closing date
for applications. We cannot accept that you intend to get your child baptised, even if the child’s siblings are
already baptised. Therefore, it is really important that if you are looking to organise a baptism this takes
place before the closing dates for admissions.

RECEPTION

Religious Education

and though drawing. We also listened to sound clips of Creation and drew what we could hear.

Understanding the World - Diwali
This week the children in Reception have been celebrating the Hindu festival of Diwali. The children have created their

own Rangoli patterns from a range of materials, produced Diwali cards for their friends and family and enjoyed learning
an Indian scarf dance routine. It has been a week of colour, light and celebration and great fun has been had by all.




PE
This half term we have been focusing on the fundamental skills we use in PE. We have been moving in different ways,

learning how to jump and land safely and practising some balancing. We have been playing lots of team games learning
how to take turns and use the space around us safely.

YEAR1

Religious Education — Prayer

This week in RE, we have been learning about different types of prayer: asking, thanking, saying sorry, and offering.
As pilgrims, we went on a special prayer journey around school, stopping at different focal points to reflect and say a
short prayer. Each station helped us to think about how and why we pray. Afterwards, we discussed the different reasons
people might choose to pray and how it can help us in our daily lives.

Maths — Number bonds within 10

As part of our Addition & Subtraction unit, we combined our knowledge of Part Part Whole models and fact families to
explore number bonds within 10. We practised breaking numbers into parts and exploring how many ways a number
can be partitioned by using counters and cubes on our Tens frame.




YEAR 2

Religious Education

This week in RE, the children have continued their learning in the unit Sharing in the Life of Jesus: Mary, the Disciples,
the Saints and Us. They have been looking closely at Mary through the stories of the Flight into Egypt and the Wedding
at Cana. The children have sequenced these stories and retold the main events, showing their understanding of how
Mary supported and cared for Jesus throughout his life. They also reflected on her thoughts and feelings during key
moments of her journey as a mother and a follower of God.

Maths

This week in Year 2, we have been learning
how to put numbers in order from greatest to
smallest. We looked carefully at the value of
each number to help us. We used words like
greater than, less than, and equal to talk
about what we found. It was fun learning how
numbers are different from each other. We
really enjoyed doing practical activities to
help us learn. We used Base 10 to show the
numbers, which helped us understand place
value. We also used our whiteboards to work
out answers and show our thinking.

YEAR 3

Religious Education - Other Faith Week Mandir Trip
Year 3 visited the mandir today as part of our learning for
other faith week. We were lucky enough to go on the day
Diwali is celebrated! The helpful temple volunteers guided us
around the mandir, and we took part in several activities to
help us develop our understanding o f Hinduism.
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PE - Handball and Fundamentals
In PE this half term we have been learning how to play handball and developing our movement skills. The children have

really enjoyed taking part in a range of activities to improve their hand eye coordination and their understanding of
handball.

YEAR 4

Celebration of the Word

Year 4 took part in a beautiful Celebration of the Word based on the Parable of the Persistent Widow. The children
spent time reflecting on the message of this story — that we should never give up and that God always listens to our
prayers. The children showed real maturity and understanding as they discussed what it means to be persistent in our
faith and to trust in God's love, even when things feel challenging. During the celebration, the children spoke with
confidence and reverence. Their reflections reminded everyone that, just like the widow in the parable, we should keep
praying, keep believing and never lose hope.
